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The Talk

This talk will present some select findings from the Scenarios for Climate Adaptation project.
Funded by the Victorian Centre for Climate Change Adaptation, the research investigated the
rising use of scenario based methods among government agencies in Victoria as an ‘alternative’
management tool for governing under climate change. Based on quantitative and qualitative
research, it contrasts the value participants are drawing from scenario based methods with serious
limitations to their use in the current government environment. Notably, there is contestation
about what scenario processes are and how they relate to the existing governance environment.
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
